A 1 x Stone Top 
B 1 x Frame & Legs

1 x Allen key
1 x Fixing provided: M10 bolt

Remove stone top (A) from packaging and lay flat on a soft surface. Locators 
facing upwards. Remove Frame & Legs (B) from packaging
*Note 2 person step

Flip the stone top (A), using the locators triangles on the stone top (A), align the 
top centrally to the frame (B) cross rails and gently lower until secure.
*Note 2 person step

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Timber Outdoor

Marble

Timber is a natural product that will respond to its environmental conditions. We recommend you avoid extreme variation in 
temperature and humidity as well as contact with liquids and heat. Regularly wipe timber to remove dust and dirt. Do not 
leave liquid to sit on timber surfaces as it will penetrate and may cause staining. Wipe up spills immediately with a damp 
cloth. The tone of the timber will alter over time with exposure to UV light and timber leaching may occur. We recommend 
gently sanding the surface and applying a UVstable exterior grade oil such as decking oil every six months.

Marble is a natural stone renowned for its unique aesthetic and character. With a honed finish and light protective coating 
applied, Jardan marble has a soft matt finish. Marble is naturally a porous material, making it susceptible to staining as 
it has an increased absorbency. It is essential that no liquids are left to sit on marble as they will penetrate the stone and 
cause staining. Wipe up spills immediately with a damp cloth. Clean regularly with warm soapy water, using a small amount 
of crème cleaner with a soft sponge or cloth for stubborn stains. Acidic liquids (orange juice, wine etc) should be avoided as 
they react with marble and can deteriorate the finish.
